TMCPL created a makerspace on the second
floor of the Hobart Government Center with a
computer lab, 3D printers, a laser
cutter/engraver, a vinyl printer, CNC milling and
routing machines,  soldering stations,
sublimation station, video editing, and recording
equipment, a media conversion station, button
makers and sewing and embroidery machines.
